LOW IMPACT DEVELOPMENT

LID is a site design strategy intended to 
maintain or replicate predevelopment 
hydrology through the use of small -
scale controls integrated throughout 
the site to manage runoff as close to 
its source as possible. (2004 CT-DEP Stormwater 

Quality Manual)

ïResidential rain gardens

ïShared driveways

ïAlternative pavement surface

ïStormwater disconnects

ïGreen roof applications



Low Impact Development

ÅMunicipal LID design strategies include:

ïReduction in road width/one -way cul -de-sac

ïElimination of curb and gutter

ïGreen Roof alternatives

ïDepressed island (bioretention) in cul -de-sac

ïGrassed Swales in right of way

ïElimination of sidewalks
