HOW DO | KNOW IF | AM ELIGIBLE?

You may be eligible if you paid for a COVID-19 funeral on or after January 20,
2020. Only U.S. citizens or qualified noncitizens may apply for assistance.

WHAT DOCUMENTS DO | NEED
TO APPLY?

An official death certificate is
needed to apply. This document
must attribute the death directly
or indirectly to COVID-19. More
documentation may be required
depending on when the death
certificate was issued. You must
also provide itemized receipts of

any funeral expenses. You can
speak with a FEMA Representative
to find out what you need by calling

HOW DO I APPLY?
